	Jobs, Interest, Skills, and School Subjects

	Summary:
	The students will learn a little about words like interests, abilities, and skills then will learn how their individual interests and skills help them decide on a career and how to pick their classes.

	Time Frame:
	20-30 minutes

	Activity: 
	1) Introduce myself and that I am a future school counselor

2) Set some ground rules for their behavior (follow the classroom rules of the teacher)

3) Hand out the pre-test and give them 5 minutes

4) Introduce what a career is and why it is important to start thinking about what they want to do at a young age

5) Explain the difference between job/career

6) Hand out their worksheets

7) Explain what words like interests, abilities, and skills mean and how they relate to careers/jobs

8) Have them fill out their worksheets (walk around the room & help them & answer any questions they may have.)

9) Ask for volunteers to talk about their selections and talk about why each unique interest is important for their future career choices

10) Discuss the importance of school and choosing classes that will help them in their future (either college or a job)

11) Give a summary

12) Give the post-test

13) Close the classroom by reminding them of who I am and thanking them for being with me
