	Summary:

	Time Frame:
	Eight 45-minute sessions starting Monday October 1st and ending Monday November 19th. This one will be Monday October 1st and 8th.

	Activity: 
	FIRST SESSION:

Part One: Introduce the topic and why the students have been selected for this after-school group. Introduce the four types of communication: Interpersonal, Intrapersonal, Nonverbal, and Active Listening. Also, explain how this can improve their interactions with teachers and fellow students, along with improving how they perform academically.
Part Two: Give a pre-test to the students over interpersonal communication specifically. Example is attached.

Part Three: Lecture the students on the basics of interpersonal communication and how to improve their own skills in this area. 

Part Four: Give a summary of what the students’ have learned so far and what they can expect the next week in the second lesson.
SECOND SESSION:

Part One: Summary of what they learned in the previous session.

Part Two: Get the students into groups of 3-4 students a piece. Then have the students’ role-play where they are working to finish an assignment in a certain amount of time. Make them determine a leader and who has what role. Have them write down how they feel they interact and how they feel others interact in the group setting. Have the teacher go around and have the children notice how they themselves interact with the teacher.

Part Three: Have students complete post-test.
