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· Peer Helpers (PH) are paired with a younger student (buddy) or a classroom in order to help the student/s with math, reading, spelling, late work, etc.

· Each PH will meet once a week with their buddy.

· The PH meets with his/her buddy to complete work that the buddy’s teacher has assigned.

· Each PH will maintain a log of completed work in a folder provided.

· Each PH is responsible for communicating with his/her buddy’s teacher in regards to assignments, behavior of the buddy, problems, questions, etc.

· Each PH acts as a role model for his/her buddy.

· Each PH will encourage, redirect, motivate, and help his/her buddy as needed.
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· Each student must complete an application from Mrs. Hogan

· Each student must demonstrate consistent attendance in school, satisfactory completion of assignments, and two signatures of recommendation—one from a parent and one current teacher.

· Each student will answer questions on the application pertaining to his/her desire and experience related to working with younger students.

· Upon completion of the application process, each PH will attend ongoing training sessions as well as meet with his/her buddy or classroom once a week.

· If a PH does not meet academic requirements during his/her job as a PH, he/she may be asked to meet with Mrs. Hogan to review the above-mentioned guidelines and determine whether the PH will continue his/her job.

1. Do I have to do well in all academic subjects to be a PH?

NO!  A student wishing to be a PH may have strengths in ANY areas—including artistic talent, musical ability, athletic ability, the desire to help others, etc.
2. What happens if I am absent on the day that I usually meet with my buddy?

You will meet with your buddy on the next SCHEDULED day.  
3. What if I don’t get along with my buddy?

PH are hired because they desire to work with younger students.  It is important that you act as a leader with your buddy—encouraging, helping, etc.  You do not need to be your buddy’s best friend; however, you do need to treat your buddy with RESPECT!
